Science
We will be learning about habitats, deforestation and its impact on animals, as well as food chains.  We will also be looking at the digestive system and how diet is used to fuel animals in different ways, as continuing our look different ways to collect and process data through our data collection unit.  

P.E.
This term, we will have Forest Schools with Mrs Wesley, on Wednesday afternoons.  Children will need to wear suitable clothes to be outdoors in variable weather (see newsletter). 
The second PE session will be on Friday afternoons, where we will be honing our tennis skills.

Art
We will be looking at how to create increasingly complex mono prints, taking inspiration from the work of Sue Brown. We will recap how to make prints (as well as some of the techniques that did and did not work from last time) and then look at how we can use layering and colour to make more complex designs.

This term, Mr Courtney will be preparing the children for our summer performance.  This will be held in school for class parents.  Details about the performance will be available closer to the time.
History
In our unit we will be trying to answer the question, ‘How hard was it to invade and settle in Britain?’.  In this unit, we will be exploring who the invaders were and some of the reasons for them coming to the British Isles, as well as the impact that they had on our society and how they fit into to our chronological understanding of history.
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We will be exploring the following questions: 

Do people need to go to church to show they are Christians?

What is motivates Humanists to lead a good life? 

French
Children will continue their work to build up their vocabulary as well as developing their understanding of French culture, and particularly food this term.
D&T
This term we will be looking at how to make our own sling-shot powered car.
What Oak Class are doing this term
Summer 2026
English
This term we will be reading Varjak Paw in Destination Reader.  This is a long book with some tricky themes that we will be linking to our PSHE units. In Writing, we will be continuing to build on our understanding of grammar and spelling rules through the context of newspaper recounts, non-chronological reports, and developing our character descriptions through narrative. 
Maths
This term, we will be making sure that we are confident with the strategies that used for the four main operations (multiplication, division, addition and subtraction) and how we can apply these to different contexts.  While the Year 4s will be focusing on their multiplication test, we will also be looking at decimals, statistics and time.
ICT
We will be sequencing sounds through the use of computing software.  We will also be exploring issues around their ‘online reputation’ and how to make sure that they are fostering a positive one.
Geography
After half term, we trying to answer the question ‘What are rivers and how are they used?’   This will hopefully include exploring one of our local rivers and water ways.
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
